
The Dugong has been hunted for 
thousands of years for the use of its meat 
and for oil. As a species is vulnerable to 
extinction and is now referred to as one 
of the rarest mammals on earth.
Projects Abroad’s new project is based 
in the town of Vilanculos on the 
south-eastern coast of Mozambique.  
Volunteers will be working with the 
community to address problems of over 
fi shing and dredging of the sea bed 
which destroys the sea grasses in shallow 
water which the Dugongs feed on.

Volunteers will be snorkelling to collect 
sea grass for re-plantation in designated 
protected breeding sites as well as 
transecting areas of the sea on overnight 
boat trips, mapping locations with GPS 
on fact fi  nding projects. Volunteers will 
also be working on projects to address 
the problem of over fi  shing by creating 
artifi cial breeding sites as well as taking 
part in turtle, dolphin, whale shark and 
manta ray surveys.
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
